(two!) s i nce  l as t  yea r .  

The  a c c r u e d  r e t a i n e d  e a r n i n g s  a r e  $78,014.  This  is o u r  "k i t ty ."  It  is be ing  
r e d u c e d  by  a n n u a l  de f i c i t s  of a p p r o x i m a t e l y  $30,000.
